From the desk of the Pastor  
                   My dear parish family, it is good to be back home with you!  On one hand it seems 
like the five months of my sabbatical have flown by and on the other hand it seems “like forever” 
since we have been together. 
 
     My sabbatical was awesome.  It was a true gift to have five months free from the responsibili-
ties of administration in order to rest, pray, reflect, study, write and travel.  I feel renewed and I 
believe I have a different and new perspective.  Briefly, I enjoyed attending conferences in the 
area of scripture and apologetics and also enjoyed some study online.  I had opportunities to 
spend time at the Trappist Monastery in Piffard.  The largest accomplishment was finally writing 
the book I have desired to author.  I have accomplished twenty-one of what I expect to be twen-
ty-two chapters in total.  Although I did travel a bit, I unfortunately cancelled my trip to Italy.  In 
late July I herniated four discs in my neck which precluded me from travelling to Europe.  I was 
especially looking forward to celebrating Mass at St. Peter’s Basilica over the grave of St. Pope 
John Paul II.  I suppose that will have to wait for another time.  I return renewed and re-
energized to pastor our family.  Please know that I celebrated Mass daily and prayed for you eve-
ry day. 
     I wish to extend a word of thanks to Bishop Malone for granting my sabbatical.  In our Dio-
cese a priest has the opportunity to take a sabbatical every ten years and this was my first one.  
I am ordained twenty-six years.  After this experience, I believe it should not only be an oppor-
tunity, but a requirement, for priests to take a sabbatical in order to remain updated profession-
ally and academically and most importantly rejuvenated spiritually.   I want thank all of our cler-
gy at St. Greg’s for stepping up to work even harder to allow me this opportunity.  Thank you to 
Sister Shawn, Father Thomas Maloney and Father Paul Cygan and a special thank you to Father 
Tom Mahoney.  As I mentioned at Thanksgiving Day Mass, it was Father Tom who volunteer to 
stay an additional year at St. Greg’s in order to allow me to go on my sabbatical.  Father Tom’s 
term at St. Greg’s was to end in June, 2018.  It was Father Tom who requested this one year ex-
tension from Bishop Malone.  I am indebted to Father Tom for all he has done in the last five 
months to lead our parish family.  I believe he has done an awesome job!  Thank you Father 
Tom!!
