Deacon Peter Donnelly 
 
     During the great seasons of the Church - Advent, 
Christmas, Lent and Easter - we’re presented with an 
organized theme, and our Sunday readings all point in 
a specific direction. Ordinary Time is different. The 
readings can be more chaotic, and it’s difficult to know 
what to expect from week to week. Mark’s Gospel 
makes it even more challenging because it’s the most 
abrupt, chaotic of the bunch. It’s been called the 
“Gospel of Immediacy” by some because it doesn’t 
pause to let us catch our breath - it just keeps on hit-
ting us with the next story. It’s a lot like life - some-
times it comes at us relentlessly despite our calls for a 
time-out. 
 
     If we step back, though, it’s easier to see patterns. 
That’s the case with the Gospel readings over the past 
three weeks, culminating with the feeding of the 5,000. 
We heard John’s version today, but Mark shares a 
similar story.  
 
     “Encounter” is the theme that has been developing 
over the past three weeks. The first chapters of Mark’s 
Gospel provide a living classroom for the disciples as 
they listen to Jesus teach. But in chapter 6, Jesus 
takes off the training wheels and sends the disciples 
out on their own to encounter his people. And they 
stumble - badly. But today they are given another 
chance. Jesus pushes them back into the game, back 
into that place of encounter as they feed the many 
thousands of people.      Encounter is a strong word. It 
means to come face-to-face with something, but not in 
a peaceful way. There’s a clear sense of confrontation 
in the word. This makes sense when we apply it to the 
Gospels. Jesus is forcing his disciples to confront hun-
ger, injustice, sin, and many other evils in the world.

And 
they are worth the trouble. 
 
     We see many of these same issues in our world 
today, and we are offered the same choices. Do we 
turn away? Or do we turn towards the person and 
enter into an encounter with them? Encounter is a 
messy business and it forces us to become intimately 
connected to the pain of the world. Are we willing to 
take that step? It’s something to think about as we 
move through Ordinary Time.

Celebrating 50 Years of Humanae Vitae 

“In Humanae Vitae, (HV) Blessed Pope Paul VI …

[reaffirmed] the orthodox teaching of the Catholic 

Church on married love, responsible parenthood 

and the continued rejection of unnatural forms of birth con-

trol and abortion. It affirmed traditional Church moral 

teaching on the sanctity of life and the procreative and uni-

tive nature of conjugal relations. 
 
Blessed Pope Paul VI prophesied in this encyclical about 

the consequences of dissenting from the Church’s teach-

ings on martial love: 
 
Infidelity and moral decline: He predicted that the wide-

spread use of contraception would “lead to conjugal infi-

delity and the general lowering of morality.” 
 
Loss of respect for women: Paul VI argued that “the man” 

will lose respect for “the woman” and “no longer (care) for 

her physical and psychological equilibrium” and will come 

to “the point of considering her a mere instrument of self-

ish enjoyment and no longer as his respected and beloved 

companion.” 
 
Abuse of power: The Holy Father saw that the widespread 

use of contraception would place a “dangerous weapon…in 

the hands of those public authorities who take no heed of 

moral exigencies.” 
 
Unlimited dominion: He warned that contraception would 

lead man to think he had unlimited dominion over his own 

body. 
 
Blessed Pope Paul VI [stated] that marital relations are 

much more than a union of two people. They constitute a 

union of the loving couple with a loving God, in which a 

new person can be created, and upon which God completes 

the creation by adding the soul. For this reason, Blessed 

Pope Paul VI says right in the first sentence of HV that the 

transmission of human life is a most serious role in which 

married people collaborate freely and responsibly with God 

the Creator.
