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MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR 
My Dear Parish Family,  
     As we celebrate this weekend, I would like to share a 
few words of thanks as well as a couple invitations with 
you. 
     Last week Sunday was our annual Diocesan Life 
Chain.  This is our annual opportunity to stand for the 
gift of human life in silent prayer, holding signs, on Ni-
agara Falls Boulevard.  I was very gratified to see about 
two hundred St. Greg’s Parishioners participate this 
year.  I am thankful that you took the time to stand for 
those who cannot speak for themselves because they 
have not yet been born, or are ill or aged and unable to 
stand and speak for the dignity of their own life.  May 
God bless you for your goodness.   
    I would also like to thank the members of our Parish 
Security Committee for their diligent work.  For more 
than a year this team of parishioners has been meeting 
and working together, along with law enforcement per-
sonnel, to make recommendations for enhanced security 
on our parish campus.  Although some changes have 
already been implemented, probably the most visible 
change to date is occurring this weekend with the clo-
sure of the balcony for regular use.  Although we have a 
good Parish Mass attendance, we do not really require 
the use of the balcony on a daily basis, nor do we re-
quire it for every weekend Mass.  It is unfortunate that 
we need to think of public safety in our worship space, 
but given the incidents that have happened in other 
parts of our country and world, we need to be vigilant.  
Although I apologize for any inconvenience with our 
closure of the balcony for regular usage, I am also hope-
ful that you will understand the recommendation to do 
so.  You will be hearing more about the work of our 
Parish Security Committee in the weeks and months to 
come.  
     This coming Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday will 
be three days to focus on healing.  On Tuesday, Octo-
ber 15, at 7:00 pm we welcome Dan Lawson (Catholic 
licensed therapist) back to St. Greg’s. He will lead an 

evening of reflection and education on healing from 
pain of separation and divorce.  This presentation will 
be broad based and is appropriate for anyone dealing 
with this issue including spouses, parents or siblings of 
someone going through a divorce.  Dan Lawson’s 
presentation will also be appropriate for all age groups 
from junior-high and high-school teenagers through to 
our senior citizens.  This will be in the Gathering 
Rooms. Wednesday, October 16, Dan will continue 
with a second session more directly geared to adults 
who are in the throes of a separation or divorce or who 
need to continue to work through it.  Dan will be in the 
Gathering Rooms.  At the same time, our Youth Minis-
try team will work with our teens in the Ministry Center 
Youth room on the same topic.  Our youth are greatly 
affected by separation and divorce of their parents and 
need to process this difficult time in their life.  Thurs-
day, October 17,  we will welcome Father David Bellit-
tiere, Pastor of 14 Holy Helpers Parish in West Seneca, 
who will celebrate a Mass of Anointing in our Church.  
We welcome the St. Peregrine Society who will accom-
pany Father David in organizing our Mass and Anoint-
ing of the Sick.  All who are in need of the Sacrament of 
Anointing are welcome to come along with their family 
as we celebrate the Eucharist and celebrate the Sacra-
ment of Anointing of the Sick for our brothers and sis-
ters who are ill and suffering in any way.  This will begin 
at 7:00 pm in our Church.   All are welcome as we pray 
with and for all those in need of healing.  Who should 
be anointed?  Anyone who is going through medical 
tests, preparing for surgery, those advancing through 
stages of a long-term illness and anyone who is in need 
of healing physically, emotionally, spiritually or psycho-
logically.

(Peace I leave with you; my 
peace I give to you. Not as the world gives do I give it to 
you. (Jn 14:27)

and commissions us to take the love and peace of the 
Lord into the world. (“Go in peace, glorifying the Lord 
by your life.”  “Go and announce the Gospel of the 
Lord.”)

SAINT CARDINAL JOHN  
HENRY NEWMAN 

     This weekend, Blessed Cardinal John Henry New-
man, along with four other Blesseds, will be canonized 
together in St. Peter’s Square, October 13, in Rome. 
     Indian Sister Marian Thresia, founder of the Con-
gregation of the Sisters of the Holy Family; Italian Sis-
ter Giuseppina Vannini; Brazilian Sister Dulce Lopes 
Pontes; and Marguerite Bays, a Swiss consecrated vir-
gin of the Third Order of St. Francis, will be canonized 
alongside Newman. 
     Newman was a 19th century theologian, poet, Cath-
olic priest and cardinal. Originally an Anglican priest, 
he converted to Catholicism in 1845 and his writings 
are considered among some of the most important 
Church writings in recent centuries. Following is a 
prayer attributed to him: 
     “God has created me to do Him some definite ser-
vice. He has committed some work to me which He 
has not committed to another. I have my mission. I 
may never know it in this life, but I shall be told it in 
the next. I am a link in a chain, a bond of connection 
between persons. He has not created me for naught. I 
shall do good; I shall do His work. I shall be an angel 
of peace, a preacher of truth in my own place, while 
not intending it if I do but keep His commandments. 
Therefore, I will trust Him, whatever I am; I can never 
be thrown away. If I am in sickness, my sickness may 
serve Him. In perplexity, my perplexity may serve Him. 
If I am in sorrow, my sorrow may serve Him. He does 
nothing in vain…”
