
FROM THE DESK OF THE PASTOR 
 

 
     My Dear Parish Family, today we celebrate one of 
the primary and central focal points of our faith life – 
Corpus Christi, or the Solemnity of the Body and 
Blood of Jesus Christ.  It is a most appropriate day to 
also celebrate in thanksgiving (Eucharist means 
Thanksgiving) the four years of service which Father 
Tom Mahoney has offered to St. Gregory the Great 
Parish.  It is also a most appropriate day to welcome 
Father Moses Ikuelogbon, who was just ordained a 
priest on Saturday, June 1, at St. Joseph’s Cathedral, to 
our parish to serve as a Parochial Vicar for a term of 
three years.  Since the life of the Church depends on 
the Eucharist, the Body and Blood of Christ, and since 
we need ordained priests to consecrate the Eucharist, it 
is most appropriate that we celebrate the gift of priestly 
ministry on Corpus Christi Sunday.   
 
     Father Tom Mahoney came to us four years ago 
shortly after his ordination to the priesthood.   Father 
Tom has contributed to St. Greg’s in many ways.  First 
and foremost, he has contributed as a presider of the 
sacraments.  He has presided over Baptisms, Sunday 
and daily Masses, heard Confessions, Anointed our sick 
and dying brothers and sisters, witnessed Marriages and 
celebrated the Rite of Christian Burial for many people.

Probably the largest amount of Father Tom’s life at St. 
Greg’s revolved around our school.  He, and his giant 
Mickey Mouse hands, would greet our children on their 
way into school several mornings each week.  He worked 
closely with Mrs. Gajewski as our priestly liaison for the 
school, and assisted Mrs. Gajewski in administrative tasks 
as well as offering regular visits to classrooms.   He was a 
mainstay in our school cafeteria on Fridays as he helped 
serve lunch on Friday Pizza Days.  Father Tom served on 
the School Board and, for a time, he also served on the 
parish’s Family Faith Board.   
 

     The parish as a whole and I in particular, owe a debt 
of thanks to Fr. Tom for leading our parish during my 
sabbatical last year.  Actually Fr. Tom’s original term end-
ed a year ago.  As you may recall, he offered to extend his 
time by one year at St. Greg’s to allow me to finally take 
my sabbatical which was cancelled for the summer and 
fall of 2017.  I will be forever endebted to Fr. Tom for his 
generosity in staying at St. Greg’s and allowing me the 
time of prayer, rest, education and renewal last year.   
Father Tom, you are a true brother priest and a great 
friend.  You added in substantial ways to our family of St. 
Gregory the Great.  You will be sorely missed.   
May God bless you for all you have done and may St. Pe-
ter, St. Bernard and St. Gregory the Great intercede for 
you as you begin your new ministry, and may our Blessed 
Mother Mary always watch over you.  Please know that 
St. Greg’s is always home for you!!(Continued on pg.2)

 Finally, this Sunday is “Corpus Christi,”  also 
known as the “Body and Blood of Christ.”  This is a 
real celebration of the sacrifice of Christ.  Often we 
can become self-absorbed or self-centered.  The idea 
of sacrifice for someone else, especially those we do 
not personally know, is less appealing in our modern 
culture when compared to past generations.  
 
 I recall a story I once read.  It was about a col-
lege student who had a sign hung in his dorm room 
which stated:  “Remember, I am third.”  As the story 
goes, the young man came from a family that was 
poorer.   His parents truly sacrificed to send him to 
college.  It was his Mom and Dad who gave him the 
framed sign. His parents instilled in their son that 
God is always first; others are always second, and he, 
himself, must always be third.  This is a great way to 
live Christian discipleship.  Our Scripture readings 
this weekend remind us of the importance of sacri-
fice.  The priest Melchizedek offers the gifts of bread 
and wine to God.  We know Abraham completely 
trusted God and gave one-tenth of his battle rewards 
to God.   
Later in Scripture we see that Abraham is willing to 
sacrifice his precious son, Isaac, to the Father when 
God tests him and asks him to do so.
